Dear parents and carers,
Outwood Academy Portland transition days

As part of transition, all new Year 7 students are invited to attend a two-day event at Portland. This will be a wonderful
opportunity for students to familiarise themselves with the environment, take part in an Academy day and a variety of
learning experiences. The transition days will take place on Wednesday 5t July and Thursday 6t July.
